PARKING/PICK-UP:

At Brookwood School, the safety of our students is of utmost importance.

Recently, several safety concerns have been brought to our attention regarding the
pick-up/drop-off location for students, particularly in the undesignated areas in the east
alleyway behind the school. This is prevalent at the end of the school day where parents
routinely drive in the alley, park and wait for their children.

In consultation with the City of Spruce Grove, we are asking for your cooperation with the
following:

Alternatives

There are other options that are available to parents to safely pick-up their children which
does not involve illegal parking or alley obstruction. These include:

e utilizing the Drop Off / Pick Up Zone in the front of the school,

e parking in the Brookwood subdivision on Blairmore Street, Belleville Avenue,
Beverly Street, or Blairmore Place and walking to meet your children,

e utilizing the parking lot southwest of the school,

parking at the Agrena, and/or

e walking to meet your children at the school.

School Grounds Access

For safety reasons, those approaching the school from the east will have to access school
grounds at either the north or south entrances of the chain link fence.

Let’'s work together to ensure a safe and respectful community for our students, families and
neighbours.
